Connect the white plastic adapter fitting to the garden hose fitting that’s 
connected to the ball valve located on the motor deck. Submerse the 
pump in water. Note: The pump will not work in the pan because it 
interferes with the rolling table. It will have to be used from a bucket, 
barrel or a external pan filled with water. Then connect the male plug to 
the female connector that is on the motor. The pump will now turn on 
with the motor when it is turned on.
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
